The Academic Year

Two semester system

� Semester 1: mid-Sept. to mid-Dec. 
12 weeks of teaching, 2 weeks of assessment

Christmas break from mid-Dec. to early Jan.

� Semester 2: mid-Jan. to late May
3 week Easter break in April 
12 weeks of teaching, 4 weeks of assessment

Resit exams in mid-August



The Academic Year

Modular system

You study 4 modules per semester (= 8 modules per 
academic year)

One module = 7.5 ECTS credits
one semester = 30 ECTS credits (= 60 Scottish credits)
one year = 60 ECTS credits (= 120 Scottish credits)

One module = 150 hours (this includes contact hours, 
tutorials, seminars, lectures, group/project work, 
independent study)



Degree structure

Undergraduate

� 3-year Bachelor degree (Ordinary)
� 4-year Bachelor degree (Honours) - most British students leave 

higher education at this stage
� 5-year Master of Engineering/Master of Chemistry /Master of Physics 

routes available on some undergraduate programmes (specialised)

Currently no tuition fees for German/ EU students

Postgraduate

� 1-year MSc (taught Masters) - apply online (www.hw.ac.uk)
� 3-year PhD (Doctorate)

2011-2012: tuition fees per year on most Master courses: £4,100



Study Options for 
Students from Our 
Partner Universities

� One semester within BSc Combined Studies
entry requirements: good grades; no English test 
required but proof of English classes at home university

� One year MSc (Master) programme
entry requirements: good first degree (min. 2.5 – ‘gut’); 
some Schools MAY ask for proof of English (IELTS 6.6 or 
575 TOEFL); EPS will waive English language condition



Costs for BSc Combined Studies 
(one semester)

� Tuition fees: £948 for one semester 
� Living costs: approx. £800 per month 

- accommodation, gas, water and electricity
- food
- bus fares
- clothes and laundry
- books and IT equipment
- insurance
- telephone
- social expenses

Total costs: around £3.348/ €3.870



Costs for MSc programme
(one year)

� Tuition fees: £4.100 for most MSc programmes 
� Living costs: approx. £800 per month (12 months)

- accommodation, gas, water and electricity
- food
- bus fares
- clothes and laundry
- books and IT equipment
- insurance
- telephone
- social expenses

Total costs: around £13.700/ €15.840

� Open to all students from Germany who are studying towards a 
Bachelor/ Diplom in Germany; also for some students who are in 
their first year of a Master programme in Germany

� You can study for one semester with us, either in semester 1 (Sept. 
to Dec. 2011) or semester 2 (Jan. to May 2012)
